ELECTRICAL SAFETY

The sign is designed to plug directly into a standard 240 volt, 13
amp socket.

Make sure the sign is switched off before plugging into the power
supply.

If the equipment fails to operate or the power cable or plug become
damaged, contact us, do not try to repair it yourself.

Keep the power cable out of harm’s way.

Extension leads should be unwound fully, never run them through
water, over sharp objects or where they may be a trip hazard.

Use a suitable RCD (Residual Current Operated Device) to reduce
the risk of electric shock.

OPERATING GUIDE

Position the 4 sections of the sign on a level area, making sure they
are secure and within reach of a power supply.

Connect the interconnecting power leads between each section.

Make sure the connected sections are are switched off before
plugging into the power supply.

Keep the power cable out of harm’s way.

Extension leads should be unwound fully, never run them through
water, over sharp objects or where they may be a trip hazard.

Use a suitable RCD (Residual Current Operated Device) to reduce
the risk of electric shock.
